· How long the supply will last?

· Pro’s and Con’s of this type of energy.

· Any historical data on the formation of your energy.

· Environmental impacts of this form of energy

· Potential health effects from energy source
The Energy Types Discussed will include:
1. Coal- four types of coal, clean coal, fluidized bed combustion

2. Oil-primary, secondary, and tertiary recovery methods, oil sand, oil shale, tar sand

3. Natural Gas- combined cycle

4. Nuclear Power- fusion, fission, isotope used and end product

5. Solar- passive and active

6. Geothermal, Hydroelectric, Tidal, Biomass, Wind

7. Hydrogen Fuel Cells- this is a new form of energy therefore the material covered differs from the above criteria (please see me)

8. Hybrid vehicles- how do they work
