Field Study Curriculum
An important part of the IB Environmental Systems & Society transdisciplinary course is the field study component.  As a student you will be able to apply the information you learn in class room lectures to the field environment.  

You will be required to purchase and maintain a field study notebook.  This bound book is very much like a journal, it is yours to record your observations, reflections, and drawings from the field.  Photocopied portions of your field study notebook will be submitted to IB as part of your Internal Assessment grade.

Some field studies will be of a scientific nature, some a social science nature, and some will be a combination of both.  Both Mrs. Kerr and Mr. Urquidi will be present at all of the required field studies to serve as mentors to help you obtain the maximum experience possible.  The field studies cannot be made up, and will generally take place during class time to avoid any disturbance of your other courses.

Mandatory Field Study Dates:

· October 14th- 1st period and tutorial:  This will be the first in a three part series of field studies.  We will be studying the San Mateo Wilderness and how it transitions throughout the seasons, this will be the fall reading.

· November 19th- 2nd and tutorial:  This is a cultural field trip headed by Mr. Urquidi; it will reflect the effects of the Native American Indians.
· January 13th & 14th – block days with 1st/ 2nd and tutorial:  In these two days we will be looking at the San Mateo watershed and compare it to the San Juan Creek watershed both scientifically and anthropogenically.

· February 24th - 1st period and tutorial:  This is the winter study session of the San Mateo Wilderness.

· March 25th- This field trip will last all day and will involve an in depth study of the Irvine Conservancy, we will be studying both scientific and cultural aspects.

· April 21st- 1st period and tutorial: This is the spring study session of the San Mateo Wilderness.
· June 3rd- all day: We will be going to the Natural History Museum in Los Angeles to study both scientific and cultural aspects of natural history.
